UNAPPROVED MINUTES

Meeting called to order at 7:0 p.m. by President Chuck Piper.

Roll call: all were present Pat Raimer, Don Pluemer, Shawn Merkle, Holly Witzig, Ryan Pilling & Jonathon Shumacher.

Open Meeting Law compliance check: Agenda was posted May 11, 2023 at the Community Building, Montfort Post Office, Mills Market and at www.villageofmontfort.com.
Motion by Pat Raimer and a second by Holly Witzig for approval of agenda.  Motion passed
Motion by Shawn Merkle and a second by Pat Raimer to Open meeting to public comments: None 
Police Officer Report: On file   Pat Raimer mentioned that Office Jacobsen would like to make sure that all houses had house numbers on them as there was an incident where they couldn’t find the house.
Fire Dept Report – none
Maintenance report. Public workers director-Todd Griffiths had a bid to sell the 2005 plow truck for $26,500 to Feyen Machinery.   Motion made by Pat Raimer and second by Ryan Pilling to sell the truck for $26, 500.  Motion passed

Check valve is ordered for the pool and will be installed.
There is 146 ft of sewer line that needs fixed on Ketterer Street.  Don Pluemer made a motion to get 2 bids and bring it to the June meeting.  Ryan Pilling offered a second.  Motion passed.

We had a bid from Scots for seal coating the streets, but it was for more than what was budgeted.   Pat Raimer made a motion to seal coat all of  West Street and South Johnston Street (maple to hwy 18) with the balance of budget to crack fill streets ($29,000).   Jonathon Schumacher offered a second.  Motion passed.
Skid steer was discussed with motion rescinded and tabled to be discussed later in the meeting where it was on the agenda.
 New Business

 Alternate street parking was discussed.  Ryan Pilling made a motion not to make changes to the current policy.  Don Pluemer offered a second.  Motion passed.
Ben Heideman presented a Scope of Service Memorandum that will analyze village effluent flow and phosphorus to document trading pounds required, update the village Water Quality Trading Plan, finalize Water Quality Trading Plan and submit it to DNR for a cost of up to $4,000.   Don Pluemer made a motion to accept the memorandum with payment up to $4,000. Pat Raimer offered a second.  Motion passed.

Craig Matthews, Mark Stewart and Ivan Grebenyuk from Vierbichers present the findings of survey and changes for Park Street sewer rerouting.  Plans should be complete by January, Bidding in February with project starting in April.  Wall St. will include final plans and authorize bidding at the June meeting with the intention of construction this late summer/early fall. 
Discussion was held on whether the board should get a monthly or quarterly financial report from Honkamp.   Pat Raimer made a motion to go back to a monthly financial report.  Jonathon Schumacher made a second.  Motion passed with Don Pluemer abstaining.

Kayla Spurley requested the village approve her to attend UW Green Bay Clerk training in July.  It will be help July 17-21th.  Pat Raimer made a motion to approve and pay the tuition $499 for Kayla to attend.  Don Pluemer second the motion.  Motion passed.

Ronald Butler presented his business Grand LightSaber Academy plans to use the village park and to seek approval for renting the community building in case of inclement weather.   Discussion was held with the board advising he should use the ball park versus the park.   He could rent the building but it would be at the current fee.  He could pay the deposit and it be kept to the end.   No action taken.

2023-01 CMAR Resolution and report was presented.   Don Pluemer made a motion to approve the 2023-01 CMAR Resolution and report.  Pat Raimer offered a second.   Motion passed.

MIC requested to have Park and Maple Street closed for Party in Park Saturday, August 5.   After discussion with the community building rented that day, it was suggested that they close Madison to Maple Street with contacting the 3 residents ont eh proposed street letting them know the street would be closed from 9 a.m. to 7 p.m. at the most.  Tabled until we have resident approval for street approval.   MIC can still hold the vent

VWF requested temp bartenders license for Vernon Lenzendorf, Tim Rodgers, Matt Aide and Robert Aide.  Don Pluemer made a motion to approve the Party in the Park date and street closure.  Ryan Pilling offered a second.   Motion passed.

2023-1 Board of Review Ordinance was tabled from last meeting.   Kayla advised no action was needed as we used the 2022 ordinance so that open book/board of review.
Bids were received from Sloan’s and Ritchie’s.  Discussion was held.  Jonathon Schumacher made a motion to approve Sloan’s Skid Steer.  Shawn Merkle offered a second.   Motion passed.
Kayla requested additional training for treasurer portion of the position.  Discussion was held.  Pat Raimer made a motion to hire Colleen Ingwell to train. Don Pluemer offered a second.  Motion passed

No action was taken on mutual aid agreement from county due to report not presented.

After reviewing the proposal from UW Platteville to review the architect, Pat Raimer made a motion to move forward with UW Engineer.  Shawn Merkle offered a second.  Motion past.

Librarian report on file.  Shawn commented that things continue to go well with the library.
